Ride for Roswell: although the Ride for 
Roswell to raise funds for cancer research 
has been modified due to Covid-19, Fr. 
Jud will still be riding about 44 miles on 
Grand Island on August 8 with a smaller 
number of socially distanced riders. He'll 
also walk his bike over the South Grand 
Island bridge, despite his fear of heights 
and tall bridges, as a sign of solidarity with 
all those who fear an upcoming cancer 
treatment.
