Weddings: Appointment with the Pastor should be made at least 
six months before desired date. Engaged couples are required 
to attend a pre-nuptial instruction class.  

Jud before 
any arrangements are finalized. 
Illness, Hospital Stays, Homebound: Parishioners are request-
ed to notify our Church office immediately. Because of privacy 
regulations, institutions no longer notify parish communities.

We also recom-
mend that you wear a mask while in church, out of pastoral concern for the safe-
ty of others. Though nobody has caught Covid-19 at our church, four parishion-
ers have died of Covid. Let’s be cautious as circumstances continue to change. 
We are no longer streaming the 4:00 Mass on our website, but will continue to 
stream the 9:00 and 11:00 Masses. We hope to have the 10:00 bilingual Mass on 
August 29. Thanks for going with the flow as restrictions continue to change!
