Weddings: Appointment with the Pastor should be made at least 
six months before desired date. Engaged couples are required 
to attend a pre-nuptial instruction class.

Though nobody has caught Covid-19 at our church, four parishioners 
have died of Covid. Let’s be cautious as circumstances continue to change. We 
are no longer streaming the 4:00 Mass on our website, but will continue to 
stream the 9:00 and 11:00 Masses. We have resumed having the 10:00 bilingual 
Mass the last Sunday of the month.  
 
We are resuming our coffee social after the Sunday Masses, with these re-
strictions for now: beverages only will be served; we will not set up tables and 
chairs, but ask people to stand; and we recommend that only vaccinated parish-
ioners attend.  Thank you to Cliff, and all who assist him in this ministry.
